The country is traditionally called the UK or England which is located on the
British Isles in the north-west coast of Europe. The official name of the
country is the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland.
The United Kingdom has four historic and geographic regions: England,
Scotland, Wales and Northern Ireland. The total area of Great Britain is
244,000 square kilometers.

British Isles consists of two large islands - British Isles and Ireland which are
separated by the Irish Sea and more than 5,000 small groups of islands in
the North: Hebrides, Orkney, Shetland, the Isle Man, Anglesey, and
others. The Southern part of Great Britain is the peninsula of Cornwall, and
the most northern part of the island is the Shetland Islands. The length of
the island is 966 km. from north to the south.

The western coast of the country is washed by the waters of the Atlantic
Ocean. Located on the Continental Shelf, the British Isles are separated
from Sweden, Norway, Denmark, Belgium, Holland and Germany by the
North Sea, from France by the narrow Strait of La Manche (the British call
it “The English Channel”) and Pa-de-Calais (Strait of Dover). The length
of coastline is more than 10 thousand km. and it is much dissected because
of numerous bays.

The landscape of the British Isles varies from plains to mountains. The
territory of the country is divided into two zones: so-called “High Britain” in
the north and west with North West Highlands, Grampian Mountains,
Southern Uplands and Pennines and “Low Britain” in the South and West
with hilly plains. Though there are many mountains in Great Britain they are
not very high. In Scotland the biggest mountain chain is the Grampians. The
highest peak is Ben Nevis (1,343 m. above sea level); the lowest point is
Fenland (4 m. under sea level).

There are a lot of rivers such as the Thames, the Severn, the Trent, the
Mersey in the North there are many mountain lakes Lough Neagh, Loch
Ness, Loch Lomond.

Thanks to Gulf Stream the climate of Great Britain is mild, it is typically
maritime. The British climate can be very changeable, and all types of
weather may be within a single day. A fine morning day may change into a
wet afternoon and evening. And a miserable morning may change to a fine
afternoon. Thanks to the North Atlantic Current and warm winds blowing
from the Atlantic Ocean in the UK the winters are mild. But these winds get
cloudy weather, frequent rains and fog. The average annual temperature
in July is about 18 , in January — 4,5 . The average annual rainfall is about
760 mm. The winters are warm and wet and the summers are cool. The two
worst months in Britain are January and February. They can get many cold
wet days and freezy nights. In autumn the weather is rainy with storms,
especially in September and October and foggy spring is cool and less rainy.
Unpredictable weather has been a British national treasure; it is a subject
of daily conversation, when two Englishmen meet they often begin their
conversation talking about the weather.

The historical facts of Great Britain.
Thousands of years ago, Great Britain was joined to Europe and covered with
ice. About 15,000 years ago, the weather became warmer. The ice melted and
the sea level rose. Great Britain became an island about 8,000 years ago. People
migrated to Britain from Europe over two and half million years ago. They were
hunters and gatherers of food who used simple stone and bronze tools and
weapons.

Roman Britain 43 AD

The Romans invaded Britain nearly 2,000 years ago. They changed the country.
The Roman Empire made it mark (octraBuia ormnedarok) on Britain, and even
today, the ruins of Roman buildings, forts, roads are founded all over Britain.
Britain was a part of the Roman Empire for almost 400 years! Many English
words are delivered from the Latin language.

Anglo Saxon Britain 450

The Roman army left Britain about AD 410. When they had gone there was no
strong army to defend Britain, and tribes called the Angle, Saxon, and Jute (the
Anglo-Saxons) invaded. They left their homelands in northern Germany,
Denmark and northern Holland and rowed across the North Sea in wooden
boats. The Anglo-Saxons ruled most of Britain but never conquered Cornwall in
the south-west, Wales in the west and Scotland in the north. They divided the
country the country into 7 kingdoms (Northumbria, Mercia, Wessex, Essex,
Sussex and Kent). The Anglo-Saxon invasion (ramectBue) lasted for 300 years.

Viking Britain 793

The Viking Age in Britain began about 1,200 years ago in the 8th Century AD
and lasted for 300 years. The Great Danish (Viking) Army invaded Great Britain
in 793. The king of Denmark, Edward became King.

Medieval (Norman) Britain 1066

The Middle Ages in Britain cover a huge period. It was started with the Norman
Conquest in 1066 to the devasting (omyctomarorias) Black Death of 1348
(bubonic plague) which killed nearly half of the population, the hundred years’
War with France and the War of the Roses, which finally ended in 1485.
William the Conqueror defeated (mo6exmars) Harold and became King of
England. In 1282-1296 King Edward conquered Wales and invaded Scotland.

Tudor Britain 1485

The Tudors were a Welsh — English family that rules England from 1485 to
1603 — one of the most exciting periods of British history. Henry VIII’s
matrimonial difficulties led to the split (packou) with Catholicism. Henry made
himself head of the Church of England (cnenan ce6s riaBoit).

In 1536 Wales joined to England. In 1558 Elizabeth | began her 45 year reign
(mapctBoBanume). Population of Great Britain just over 4 million. The Stuarts had
ruled Scotland since 1371, but James VI of Scotland became James | of England
Uniting the two kingdoms in 1603. In 1707 Scotland joined to England.

Georgian Britain 1714

In 1714 the British throne passed to a German family, the Hanoverians. George
of Hanover succeeded (6s1Th ipeemunkom) Queen Anne to the throne. In 1801
Ireland became a part of the United Kingdom. Population is 8 million.
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Victorian Britain 1837

The Victorians lived over 150,000 years ago during the reign of Queen Victoria
(1837-1901) and was a time of enormous change in this country. In 1837 most
people lived in villages and worked on the land; by 1901 most lived in towns
and worked in offices, shops and factories. In 1856 Britain defeated (pa36uTs)
Russia in Crimean War (kpbIMCKasi BOIHa).

Descriptions of Holidays (Onucanue npa3aHuKoB)

a) This saint is a patron (moxposurens) Of Wales. This holiday is very
important for the people of Wales and is celebrated as a patriotic and
cultural festival of Wales around the world.

b) This holiday is similar to the 8" of March in Russia. His roots in
Victorian times when children, working away from home, were allowed
to spend at home with their patents. Usually they brought mothers and
grandmothers small gifts (a bouquet of flowers or fresh eggs). Modern
British children give their mothers flowers and carry them for homework
this day.

c) This holiday symbolizes the birthday of Christ. This day is marked by
setting the fur-tree (enp) and decorating it with different toys and
candles. Trafalgar Square is decorated with lights and Christmas tree.

d) In Trafalgar Square (in London) folk festivals called Hogmeney with
firework is held and a carnival night in Edinburgh. This is family
holiday, but some people go outside and meet it on squares singing
songs or dancing. The first man coming in New Year brings bread and
coal. Bread symbolizes wealth and coal-warmth.

e) This holiday is a folk carnival. The ritual procession on the Limits if
the city, the choice of queen and king, a parade, folk dances and playing
the bagpipes.

f) This is typically English holiday. It is dedicated (mocBsménnebiii) to
unsuccessful attempt of catholicization to blow up (B3pbIBaTh)
Parliament together with the royal family and government in November
5" 1605.

h) This is Christian holiday in honor of resurrection of Jesus Christ,
celebrated by the Catholic Church.

1) This date is connected with the race on the mountain Ben Nevis (Fort
William, Scotland). The participants need to run up the hill and run
back. A race is held regularly since 1895, accompanied
(compoBoxarommii) by Fine Arts in bagpipes. It is usually involved
more than 500 people.

America was originally a group of colonies. From the founding of the first
English colony in Virginia in 1607, the country that later became the United
States of America has grown at great speed: in area, in population, in industrial
activity.
From the days “Founding father”, America has recognized her needs for people
and has encouraged immigration. The first wave of immigration came mainly
from Northern and Western Europe, from Britain and Ireland, Germany and
Scandinavia, particularly Sweden.
