Nagaybaksky District
Nagaybaksky District is one of the twenty-seven dis-
tricts in Chelyabinsk region.
The coat of arms and flag of Nagaybaksky District
consists of two wheat stalks holding a sword on a blue
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field, symbolizing an agrarian population serving for the protection
of other agrarians from nomads. The blue field symbolizes their
Turkic steppe origin.

Nagaybak cavalry participated in the Napoleonic Wars.

In 1842 the Nagaybik cossacks founded a chain of villages
named after the battles of these wars, including present-day Parizh,
named after the Battle of Paris, Fershampenuaz (after the battle of
Fere-Champenoise), Kassel (after engagements near Kasel in
Hesse), Trebiy (after the bannle of Trebbia), etc.

Parizh today has its own Eifel Tower.

Only in the South Urals you can find historical names: Varna,
Leipzig, Berlin and Port Arthur.

Fershampenuaz remains the center of Nagaybaksky District since
1842.
